Minutes of the Meeting

1.  The Honorary Secretary announced that there were 12 proxies received, 18 voting members and 12 EB members attended the Annual General Meeting.  Apologies for not being able to attend the meeting were received from Executive Board members Air Commodore Norman LO, Mr. Kelvin PANG and Air Commodore Dicky YIP (Appendix I).
A quorum was therefore achieved according to the Memorandum and Articles of Association of the Corps, and the Honorary Secretary called the meeting to order.
2.  The Chairman of the Executive Board presented his report for the period of April 2013 to March 2014 to the meeting (Appendix A).  The Chairman in particular mentioned that another major breakthrough for the Corps was the Ha Fa Shan Training Camp, the first fully equipped campsite ever owned and operated by the Corps in its 43 years of existence. With the support from the Tsuen Wan District Council and the generous $6.5m endowment from the Yuen Yuen Institute, the laying of site foundation and the refurbishment of the camp infrastructure were completed. And with unflagging support from the HAB, the Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust approved a grant of $3.6m over a three-year period to enable our implementation of a Youth Anti-Adversity Project at the Camp.
Honorary Secretary also thanked Mr. Peter CHAU for his sterling service to the Corps as Chairman of the Executive Board. 
3.  Financial report for the year ended 31 March 2014 was presented to members.
4.  Appointment of Raymond Y. K. TSE & Co. CPA Limited as auditor for FY 2014/15 was confirmed by the members. The authority to determine the related professional fees was delegated to the Executive Board.
5.  Pursuant to the Memorandum and Articles of Associations, one-half of the Executive Board Members should resign at the Annual General Meeting.  Accordingly six Executive Board Members as follows resigned and the vacancies so arose were offered for election.
