Purpose

Vetting of Applications
Vetting of applications is conducted by a Working Group comprising Deputy Commanding Officer, Operations, Chief Staff Officer and Officer Commanding Operations Group. Input of relevant major unit/unit commanders will be invited. Approval of applications to be made by the Commanding Officer based on recommendations by the Working Group.

The Working Group will meet every month to consider applications.
