The topics above are decided by the respective teams based on the 15 suggested scopes in aeronautical field. This serves to encourage the cadets to do research in the area they are interested in. It also allows room for them to extend their study in wider scope. 

The teams presented their topics for 10 minutes together with PowerPoint and visual aids. The time control by the participating teams was decent with only one team presented too short, which some marks needed to be deducted. 

 

The teams presented their topics in different ways. Apart from using PowerPoint, cadets also adopted such elements as television report, role play, voting with the audiences and question and answer session. These helped to raise the interest of the audiences and enhance their understanding.

The contents and structures of the presentations are well-organized. It shows all the efforts and preparation they have done for the presentations. However, when it comes to some technical terms and systems, it was suggested more explanations could be given to the audiences as they may not have much aviation knowledge.

The performance of each teams are brilliant and the scores of each teams are so close, with only one team presented their topic too short and marks were being deducted. 
4. Highlights of Speech by Vice-chairman of Executive Board
It was our greatest honour to have Mr Hogan LOH, Vice-chairman cum Honorary Secretary of Executive Board of the Hong Kong Air Cadet Corps to come to CA and gave us a speech.
The Vice-chairman appreciated the preparation done and the presentation made by the participating teams. He knew that it was harsh for them to do the research on their own and present it in English. And different from the previous years, they had to decide their own topic. 

He also highlighted that English is the most commonly used language in the aviation field, and that more events could be held to help improving the English proficiency of the cadets. 
Seeing Commandant’s Award as one of the Corps’ major events, this event serves an important purpose of advancing the aviation knowledge of our cadets as well as their language skill. He felt confident about the future development of our aviation industry when he saw those hardworking, knowledgeable and enthusiastic cadets. 
He also gave his grateful appreciation to the adjudicators for their valuable comments; to the parents who came along to support their children and to all the members for organizing the event. 
5. Highlights of Speech by Adjudicator 

Sqn Ldr (sp) Marcus CHAN, OC AAEP Flt, mentioned that the adjudicators were happy to see the good presentations by the participating teams. He was grateful to see their interest in the aviation industry and aeronautical knowledge. 

 

He found that they had done a detailed research on their decided topics, all of them were informative. Moreover, their presentations were done in a well-organized way, facilitating by the well-designed PowerPoint and visual aids.  

 

Besides, he gave some suggestions to teams for improvement. He suggested that more researches and explanations could be done for each topic, especially for those technical terms. Besides, he appreciated those recommendations and suggestions made by the cadets to the industry. 

 

He also suggested that more interaction could be introduced between the teams and the audiences to raise their interest, while he was happy to see one team initiated a vote with the audiences. 

 

It was also suggested the teams to have more practice on the presentation. It can help improving the fluency of the presentation and for better pronunciation of the technical terms. Moreover, with more practice, cadets can memorize the presentation content, and they would not be that nervous on stage. 
He concluded that the content and quality of the teams' presentation were high. He hoped to see more cadets participate in the competition next year. 
6. Presentation of Prizes & Souvenirs and Photo-taking 

Mr Hogan LOH, Vice-Chairman cum Honorary Secretary of EB, presented the shield to the Champion, No. 308 Sqn. The prizes for first and second runners-up were conferred by Sqn Ldr (sp) Marcus CHAN and Dr Joseph CHAN respectively, whereas the consolation prizes for the remaining 3 teams were conferred by Ms Cecilia LI.
The Champion was given HKD1500 worth of book coupon, while they will also have a one day airport visit which will be organized by Aviation Education Wing. The first and second runners-up were given HKD1000 and HKD500 worth of book coupon respectively as a token of recognition. Teams outside the top 3 were given HKD100 worth of book coupon regardless of ranking as a token of encouragement.
A photo-taking session was held immediately afterwards with the Vice-chairman, Senior Honorary Officer, Honorary Officers, adjudicators, other officers and the participating teams.
