The Golden Jubilee Parade will consist of 12 contingents. Each contingent shall
consist of 1 Commissioned Officer as contingent commander, 1 cadet member as NCOIC

and 18 cadet members (6 files) as contingent members.
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All application units should note the followings.
= Joint units’ contingent is accepted and should submit ONE application only.

= Each contingent should also arrange 3 members as reserve for the Parade and

also assign 5 members as working party for the Parade.

= Transportation, depending on the actual operational needs, will be arranged in
the morning on the Parade day, departing from various pick-up locations
namely Admiralty, Sha Tin, and Tuen Mun respectively. Application units
should indicate the pick-up location for each member in the application reply
slip. Return trip will not be provided. Transportation arrangement and

details will be announced in due course.

= Lunch will be provided to contingent members and working party. Please

indicate if there are any special dietary requirements or food allergy.
= Cadets should obtain prior consent from their parents for joining the Parade.

= All participating members should be reminded that NO stud shoes are allowed
on the Parade ground of AUX HQ.

= If units would like to invite any guests, please provide details in the reply slip.
The full title of the guests, including the appropriate post-nominal letters,
should be provided. Official invitation will be sent by the Organising

Committee.
= Car parking space will NOT be provided.

= Vaccination status (i.e. unvaccinated, received first / second / third dose) of all

members, including guests, should be provided as on the date of submission.
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All Parade attendees, including guests, are reminded to observe the COVID-19

precautionary measures below which will be implemented strictly.

= Face mask must be worn at all times except while having meals and drinks in

the designated locations and/or under instruction.

= Compulsory body temperature checks will be conducted. Any person with
flu-like symptoms or with a body temperature above the reference range

suggested by the Department of Health will not be admitted.

= Hands must be sanitized regularly and thoroughly, particularly before entering

the canteen.
= The lunch arrangement and seating plan must be strictly followed.

= No food or drinks are allowed out of the canteen area / officers’ mess /

designated locations and/or without instruction.

= Scan the venue QR code by using “LeaveHomeSafe” mobile application upon
entering AUX HQ (as Government Premises) unless otherwise being
exempted®. Exempted persons will be asked to complete a record form to
register their personal particulars, their contact numbers and the date and time
of their visits, as required by AUX HQ.

* The persons exempted from the requirement of using the
“LeaveHomeSafe” mobile application will be subject to the prevailing

condition at the time as announced by the Government.

Depending on the public health requirements and guidelines at the time of the Parade,
additional anti-pandemic measures may be implemented. The Organising Committee will

announce any relevant changes prior to the Parade, if necessary.

All applications are on a first-come, first-served basis. Late applications and those
failed to provide 5 members as working party may not be considered (subject to the final
decision of the Organising Committee).

prior notice.
