The Operation Swift Glider Aviator Scholarships 2011  
The Canada Civilian Glider Flying Scholarship 2011
United Kingdom Glider Aviator Scholarship 2011 is a glider aviator training programme with maximum two scholarships for award to selected members of the Corps aged 18 to 21 (Cadet members only, excluding Officer Trainee) to undergo a two weeks glider aviator training at the Air Cadet Central Gliding School, United Kingdom Air Cadet Organization between 27 June to 8 July 2011. All training / food and accommodation / air tickets are inclusive.
Operation Swift 2011 is a glider aviator training programme with maximum three scholarships for award to selected members of the Corps aged 17 to 21 (Cadet and Officer Trainee) to undergo a three weeks glider aviator training in New Zealand between October 2011 and April 2012. The amount of subsidy is subject to the decision of Selection Panel.
The Canada Civilian Glider Flying Scholarship 2011 is a glider aviator training programme with scholarships for award to selected members of the Corps aged 17 or above (all ranks) to undergo a two weeks civilian glider pilot training in York Soaring Association, Canada between 5 June to 18 June 2011. The amount of subsidy is subject to the decision of Selection Panel's decision.
The regulations for the three scholarship schemes are as follows:
1.
The scholarships shall be known respectively as “The United Kingdom Glider Aviator Scholarships 2011”, “The Operation Swift Glider Aviator Scholarships 2011” and “The Canada Civilian Glider Flying Scholarship 2011”.
2. Applicants must complete The Glider Aviator Training Course 2011  .
3. Applicants must pass the written examination with 80% course attendance before given a place to appear before the Selection Panel.
4. Priority will be accorded to those applicant who has not previously obtained any aviation scholarships.
5. One scholarship will be awarded to one applicant who satisfies all of the following criteria:
a. Successful appearance before a Selection Panel;
b. Successful completion of a flight screening and a flight simulation test;
c. Be certified by a qualified physician as medically fit for glider training; and
d. The achievement of the New Zealand Gliding “A” Certificate (Solo standard) or
solo standard of the United Kingdom Air Cadet Organization or Gliding Solo Standard qualified by the Canadian local authority, as the case may be.
6.  Applicant may apply for more than one of the Scholarships if qualified but only one will be granted to a successful candidate at the Selection Panel’s discretion.
7.  The regulations are subject to changes without prior notice.  Decision of DCO Trg shall be final.
