Blue-Grey sashes are to be worn by Parade Warrant Officer, Squadron Warrant Officers. (vi)
Name tags are not to be worn by members on parade.

No optional items in particular stable/purse belts are to be worn.

(viii)
Female members are to keep their hair neat and tidy and above the collar of the shirt/tunic. No ponytails are allowed.

(ix)
The remarks should be read in conjunction with Dress Regulations issued by HQ.

All members are to muster at the parade ground, i.e. CETS and report to Parade Warrant Officer 15mins before 1400 hrs and 0830 hrs on 17th and 18th January 2015 respectively.
