The Canada Glider Flying 2012
The New Zealand Glider Flying 2012 and The Canada Glider Flying 2012 are the glider aviator training programme with self-financial basis for the Corps members aged 17 or above (all ranks) to undergo a two to four weeks civilian glider training in corresponding countries.

The New Zealand glider aviator training will undergo the New Zealand Gliding “A” Certificate (Solo standard). The course fee is around NZD 4600 (estimated from the course fee in 2011, subject to be confirmed by the gliding school at late 2012), which exclude the air ticket and meal. The course will last for two to three weeks between October 2012 and April 2013. The participants can companion with the scholarship awardees of Operation Swift 2012 without exceed the maximum class size (maximum 4 students at the same training period).
The Canada Gliding aviator training will undergo the Transport Canada Glider Pilot license syllabus at York Soaring Association. The course will be divided into 2 phases, Phase 1 (solo) and phase 2 (gilder pilot license). Phase 1 will achieve the solo standard with 2~3 weeks training. Phase 2 will include an examination organize by Transport Canada for glider pilot license written examination. The course duration for Phase 1 and 2 will around 4 weeks in total. The course will start in early June 2012 with maximum 4 students at the same period. The phase 1 course fee is around CAD 1500, phase 2 is around CAD 850 (estimated from the course fee in 2011, subject to be confirmed by the gliding school at May 2012), which exclude the air ticket and meal.
If the participants are exceed the maximum class size, further negotiation will be conducted with the corresponding gliding school for special arrangement.

The regulations for the two gliding course are as follows:
1.
Applicants advice to complete The Glider Aviator Training Course 2012 or any aviation course conducted by HKACC.
2. Applicants must have sound knowledge in aviation .
3. The applicant who satisfies all of the following criteria:
a. Successful appearance before a Selection Panel;
b. Be certified by a qualified physician as medically fit for glider training; and
c. Need to provide a full report to glider flight after return from the overseas’ training, for evaluation purpose
6.  The regulations are subject to changes without prior notice.  Decision of DCO Trg shall be final.

1. Unit commanders who wish to make nominations are invited to complete the attached pro forma (Appendix A), and return the original to HQ (Attn: the Joint Glider Aviator Scholarships Selection Panel) not later than 18:00 on 29th Mar 2012.
