Notice to Visitors - For Central Fireboat Station
The following points are to be followed during the visit: -

(A) You must adhere to safety instructions as directed by fireboat personnel.

(B) You must ensure your safety whilst on board/boarding/alighting the fireboat.

(C) You should not enter areas closed to unauthorized admittance unless escorted by crew member of the fireboat.

(D) The fireboat will encounter sudden rolling and bumping motions caused by the sea waves. You are advised to avoid wearing high heels or slippery shoes during the visit. Please take care of your own safety during the course of the visit as the government will not be liable to any visitors or persons on board government’s fireboats or rescue launches for or in respect of any property loss or damage howsoever caused or any personal injury or death except if caused by the negligence of its employees or agents. 

(E) Please note that if there is any fire or other emergency call, which requires the immediate attendance of the fireboat, the visit will have to be terminated or cancelled.

(F) The visit will be cancelled automatically when Typhoon Warning Signal No.3 or above is hoisted, or Red or Black Rainstorm Warning Signal is issued within two hours before the scheduled time of visit.

(G) Fire stations are in service. Fire appliances may be called out to an emergency. This means that fire applicances may not be at the station when you arrive or that your visit may be interrupted without prior notice. We reserve the rights to terminate the visit at any time before or during the visit.
