(v) Blue-Grey sashes are to be worn by Parade Warrant Officer, Colour Warrant Officer, Squadron Warrant 

Officers, Colour Escorts, Stick Orderlies and Markers of the Guards of Honour. 

(vi) Name tags are not to be worn by members on parade. 

(vii) No optional items in particular stable/purse belts are to be worn. 

(viii) Female members are to keep their hair neat and tidy and above the collar of the shirt/tunic. No ponytails 

are allowed. 

(ix) The remarks should be read in conjunction with Dress Regulations issued by HQ.
