Candidates should have: (a) Grade C or above in Mathematics and Physics, and Level 2/Grade E or above in 3 other subjects in the Hong Kong Certificate of Education (HKCEE), or equivalent Note (1) and (b) met the language proficiency requirements of Level 2 or above in Chinese Language and English Language in HKCEE, or equivalent Note (2); and be able to speak fluent Cantonese.
